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Legislation

Dear Fellow CSA-NYS Members:

| wanted to forward to you information about textbook rental legislation proposed by Senator Schumer. The URL for his press release
and an accompanying report are listed below in this article. Links to the NACS FAQ about textbook rentals and additional resources are
also below.

NACS and CSA-NYS do not have a formal position on textbook rentals. We wanted to be sure that our members were aware of the press
release and proposed legislation before (hopefully) they are contacted by their local media or student group for comment. If you have
any questions or suggestions, you can e-mail either Rich Hershman at NACS at rhershman@nacs.org or myself Daniel.Rabideau@esc.

BACKGROUND:

On September 14th, Congressman Schumer released a press release announcing legislation he introduced back in July that would
establish a new textbook rental demonstration program within the Higher Education Act. His intent is to offer that legislation as an
amendment to the Higher Education Act when the Senate considers the legislation later this year. The Senator also announced his
intention to reintroduce a student tax deduction for college textbook costs. That legislation was originally introduced in the previous
Congress.

As part of the push for both pieces of legislation, Senator Schumer also announced the results of a new survey he did within the state
of New York on student college textbook costs and the potential savings for students if colleges and universities within the state
switched to universal textbook rental programs. The press release also cites data from the recent GAO study on college textbook costs
and the California PIRG reports on textbook costs.

The press release from Senator Schumer comes at a time when the results of the GAO study and state and federal legislation
reverberate across the country as students return to Fall classes.

NACS has expressed some preliminary concerns regarding parts of the press release and the survey results. For example the survey of
several of your campuses only looked at buying new books and did not include a mix of new and used books. The survey's results show
significantly higher costs then what the individual institutions report to the federal government on the average student spending on
textbooks and supplies.

We would welcome your additional thoughts and comments as we continue to reach out and work with Senator Schumer's office.
